We were open every day in July and August and have gotten over-
whelming positive feedback this summer about the look and feel of
the gallery. Most patrons say they like the variety of art displayed and
wide range of books to peruse.

Nearly half of our 57 member artists had sales to date. Twenty-six art-
ists sold one or more pieces. Retail sales account for approximately a
third of sales income. Retail items include jewelry, pottery, cards, and
smaller unframed prints, photos, and paintings.
